 When talking about my other par-

ent, please say only nice things, or 

don’t say anything at all. When you say 

mean, unkind things about my other 

parent, I feel like you are expecting me 

to take your side. 

Please remember that I want both of 

you to be a part of my life. I count on 

my mom and dad to raise me, to teach 

me what is important, and to help me 

when I have problems.
